Education Foundation Reflects on Turning Twent

Many things grow better with age, and this sentiment has been no exception to
the Holmes County Education Foundation. Beginning in 1989 with the vision of one person, the
Foundation has since thrived, and has become the vision and priority of many people within
and outside the community. Big changes and major growth has been commonplace for
the Foundation since then. In 1991, the !rst scholarships were disbursed, totaling $43,000. Twenty
years later, over $561,000 was awarded to new and renewing recipients. The pool of scholarships has
also grown from one to 39 named scholarships in honor or memory of various
organizations, past and present residents and friends. In this span of time,
opportunities in addition to post-secondary scholarships became available to our residents
and businesses. Our alternative grant program has allowed for vocational training for the
Amish community as well as professional development grants for individuals from non-
prolt and public entities. The scope of educational encouragement has also increased
with the creation of the Holmes County College Access Program. To commemorate the celebration of twenty years, the
Foundation spearheaded a $20/20 campaign, asking donors and scholarship recipient “alumni” to give a total gift of $20 (or
more) for the 20 years the Foundation has existed. This campaign was well-received by loyal and new donors, as well as
scholarship recipient “alumni” who had been granted scholarships from the Foundation in the past. The Education Foundation
looks forward to the next twenty years and the possibilities to provide access to further education for many in Holmes County.

With the
uncertain economy, we chose to celebrate our accomplishments quietly with
a $20/20 campaign. Donors and former recipients were asked to contribute
$20 to commemorate our successes over the past 20 years. Our supporters
donated generously and the campaign was a success.

The economy for 2009 was a challenging one and the headwinds we faced
in the investment world impacted our awards. However, we chose to maintain
our commitment to a 5% annual distribution and not reduce it. With regard to
our investment policy, we maintained a conservative investment style and saw
a positive return for the year.

With the Texas Guarantor (TG) grant that we received, we awarded more
than $561,000 in scholarships to new and renewing students. Our college
access program continued to make an impact in increasing the college-going
mindset of Holmes County by encouraging students to apply for snancial aid. It
is an excellent resource for the community. One new scholarship was created
to bene-t students pursuing agricultural or equine-related eelds.

We continued to invest in the Amish Vocational Training Program by
sponsoring classes in marine/boat motor repair and basic gas engine repair.
This program has been well received and offers new skills and opportunities
for the Amish community.

A new face joined the Board this year. We were pleased to welcome
Larry Troyer, Vice President of Finance & Administration for ProVia Door.
Larry’s experience, knowledge, enancial background and insight into the
Amish culture has been a wonderful addition to the Board.

Three new community members were welcomed to our Foundation Advisory
Board as Matt Campbell, Dan Kirtlan and Ellis Miller went off due to their terms
expiring. We are very appreciative to these individuals for providing valuable
assistance and advice to the Board of Trustees as we continue to strive for
excellence within the Foundation.

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College Access Program

Program Increases College-Going Rate

Since the program’s inception in 2003, the average percentage of Holmes County
graduating seniors going on to college has risen from 54.5% in 2003 to 69% at the end
of the 2009-2010 academic year.

This year was full for College Access Advisor Ann Gastier. Gastier’s days in the winter
and spring consisted of traveling to both West Holmes and Hiland High Schools, helping
seniors with the college application process, ¢ling Free Application for Federal Student
Aid (FAFSA) forms, speaking to parents regarding the post-secondary education option,
aiding non-traditional students in their educational pursuits, making college campus
visits, and other essential duties. Through the summer, Gastier continued to be busy
holding sessions for Texas Guarantor (TG) loan replacement grant recipients, attending
various seminars, and preparing for the next academic year.

The College Access Program also donated various books to the middle schools
and high schools in Holmes County as well as branches of the Holmes County District
Public Library. These resources included career books, ACT test guidebooks, and other
various college preparatory books.

The fall consisted of representation at the Holmes County College Fair, where Ann
was able to meet students and their parents regarding the college process, as well as
provide them with brochures and other pertinent information for the rest of the student’s
academic year or time at the high school.

Alternative Funding

Education Foundation Provides Grants to Enrich the Community

In addition to the scholarships for traditional and non-traditional students the Holmes County Education Foundation
(HCEF) provides annually, alternative grant funds that are awarded for enrichment opportunities that bene-t the entire
Holmes County community.

Bookmobile Grant. The Holmes County Library Bookmobile has been a vital source of books and magazines for all
ages for eve decades. The Library underwent a campaign in 2009 to ensure that this resource - which carries over
5,000 items at a time - continues for decades to come. The Foundation awarded a $10,000 grant to this project.
Senior Series. The Holmes County Senior Series, conducted by the University of Akron | Wayne College’s Holmes
County Higher Education Center, is also funded by a grant from the Education Foundation. Since 2005, educational
classes— ranging from sign language, to water aerobics, to gardening— have been available free of charge to more
than 1,800 senior citizens in Holmes County. In 2009, senior citizens expanded their knowledge with a class called
Historical Facts of Holmes County, instructed by Forrest Chanay and a series on writing taught by Robin Hauenstein.
“The Senior Series is a wonderful program that is gaining in popularity,” Hauenstein said. “I enjoy teaching courses
because | feel | learn so much from the participants. So many of our friends and neighbors have stories to tell, want
to learn a new language, enjoy reading and much more. | have grown to care for all of my students and am genuinely
touched by the effort they put into their assignments and class participation. It is an honor for me to teach in the Senior
Series. | feel as though I've not only learned a great deal, but have made friends with some wonderful people.”
Professional Development. The Village of Millersburg received a Professional Development Grant by the Foundation
in 2009 for employee Nate Troyer, zoning inspector, to attend the Leadership Holmes County class. Leadership
Holmes County is a dynamic, yearly program that seeks to increase the number of leaders in Holmes County through
leadership training and skills development. Troyer said of the opportunity, “This 9-month program proved to be a
valuable, educational and practical resource as | continue to develop, not only as a member of the community, but also as an employee and leader.”

Since the Professional Development Grant program began in 2001, forty-one worthy individuals and organizations have received a grant from the
Holmes County Education Foundation.
